From Dugong and Turtle to Seals and Albatross chris picker

Friday 9th Jan:

We left Eden with a favourable
forecast on a cool, clear
morning, three sleek seals
farewelling us. The south easter
did not worry us as we beat due
east then south west narrowly
missing Gabo Island as we had
every faith in the forecast
turning E/NE which it eventually
did, becoming our faithful and at
times forceful companion for the
next fifty hours.

This was a grand adventure
indeed, | can easily compare it
to leaving the Olgas in Central
Australia for a single handed
voyage across the Gibson
Desert on a clapped out old
motorbike. This time however |
had a marvellous mate to share
it all with.

By 17:00 that evening we were
decked out in track pants,
jumpers and ugg boots. We had
lost phone and VHF signals so
we were well and truly on our
own and it felt oddly ... good.

During the next twelve hours we
reeled off 90 miles and in
twenty four hours 163 miles.
The wind was a steady 15-25
knots from N/NE and the seas
up to three metres. We took
very few waves on board

and steering in
the Tasman Sea

although Gilli may disagree. A
couple of good ones did come
over which managed to infiltrate
her wet weathers but ran
‘harmlessly’ out of cuffs and
down the seat of her pants!! —
Not to mention half filling the
cockpit which does nothing for
ugg boots. At no stage of our
adventures has Gilli been afraid
but discomfort is another thing
again

About dawn on our second day
out Raymond, our silent and
uncomplaining crew member,
jumped off the tiller, Westwind
was sailing in excess of 10
knots at times and poor Ray
was having a time of it. We owe
a lot to Ray, we simply never
steer. After this little incident |
gave him a rest and took over
for three hours. This was the
most boisterous the conditions
got, the wind was about 30
knots and the sea a little
confused and about 3.5 metres,
the odd wave could have been
a bit bigger. We were under
double reefed main and %z the
genoa poled out. When running
off the wind we always have a
preventer on the end of the
boom which runs through a
block at the bow and back to
the cockpit.
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On the second evening we
watched the sun go down over
Flinders Island. Our plan was

' to anchor behind Babel Island
but the wind had moderated

. and was still fair, not

something to be wasted in
Bass Strait. So we stood on for
Eddystone Point on mainland
Tasmania. The voice of
Coastguard Tamar came over
in a welcome, broad Welsh
accent and we received our
first weather report in two
days.

This, our second night from
Eden was a glorious dry night
and a balmy 13 degrees,
Luna’s discreet glow lighting
our path. By midnight the mass
of Tasmania could be felt as the
breeze swung from North to
N'West, we also noted that we
had crossed the latitude of 40
degrees.

During the wee hours the wind
gradually swung more westerly
which put us on a pleasant
reach.

The curtain of night was raised
over a calm sea teaming with
life, or so it appeared, joyful
dolphins gambolled all around
us while the shyer seals poked
their heads out to see who was
passing. There were great rafts
of shearwaters which
simultaneously took to flight
when we drew near, their
webbed feet causing a cascade
like noise as they ran along the
water to gain a lift. We should
have expected the albatross in
these waters but the first one
came as a surprise. They
became constant companions
all the way to the mouth of the
Derwent and we never tired of
their cheeky, comical face nor
their shear grace whilst on the
wing.

About midday the wind began
to pick up and swing NE. We
made our landfall at Eddystone
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Point and at 14:00 anchored
to the south of the small
peninsular. Here we spent a
restful day exploring and
walking on Tasmanian soil.

At 02:30 on Tuesday 13th Jan
we got our anchor and in the
light, fragrant land breeze we
ghosted across the Bay of
Fires, passed St Helens, the
moon still full in the jewelled
sky.

By mid morning Westwind
was running before a 25-30
knot northerly under double
reefed main and half the
genoa. Once again we
cracked 10 knots but she was
a handful in the breaking seas
that had built up. We were
happy to round up under the
shelter of Long Point at
midday where we anchored in
clear turquoise water off a
sparkling white beach.

04:00 next morning saw us off
the little town of Bicheno, her
lights twinkling in the predawn.
Westwind bowled along at 6-7
knots until dropping anchor in
beautiful Wineglass Bay

where we spent a few days
sitting out a bit of a blow.

As we had been out of phone
range since Eden (no Optus
coverage) we trekked the 10
ks to Coles Bay to report our
position and buy some
mosquito coils the lighting of
which was to become part of
our evening ritual for our
entire Tassie sojourn.

Now that we were close to
land again the wind became
fickle and we made small day
hops, Shouten Island, Maria
Island, Fortescue Bay. We
were rarely without a dolphin
escort crowding around us
trying to outdo each other. Far
more nonchalant were the
wandering albatross, the
shearwaters and the beautiful
gannets’ indelible poem
amongst trough and peak. We
felt Westwind was an
honoured guest, our
excitement building the further
south we got. Passing through
the ‘hole in the wall’, the two
cable wide gap between
Tasman Island and Cape
Pillar, was amongst the
highlights, from there we

sailed majestically up Port
Arthur to anchor at Stewards
Bay where we spent almost a
week while Hobart got
pounded by damaging storms.

Early on the 27th January we
left that place to round Cape
Raoul where we came hard on
a stiff NW breeze to beat up
Storm Bay. We passed Iron
Pot and entered the Derwent
before midday in glorious
conditions.

Since 1989 | had been saving
a bottle of Frigate rum for a

special occasion. It really was
still morning and | make no
bones or excuses, we
broached the hallowed bottle
and added to the glow of
Westwind’s momentous
passage, toasting all and
sundry from plastic egg cups.
The mate insisting that we
have another. Yes, she does
have sisters but they are
happily married!

After 68 years absence
Westwind was given a fine
welcome home. There could
have been no better reward!

Birds and Boats

Seagulls, ‘rats of the sea’. Like
unwanted relations, they drop in,
make a lot of noise, eat your food,
mess up your place then fly off
leaving you to clean up. I'm fed
up with all the crap and the
regurgitation on my boat. Always
mid April to mid May in my area.
This season has been
exceptionally bad. The boat
cover has probably got more
guano on it than the island of
Nauru.

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Paulownia Timber

Paulownia timber is a quality, high-end
timber with uses including furniture,
cabinets, veneers, decorative mouldings
and transport construction where
premium prices may be achieved, rather
than lower value wood chipping or paper
pulping.

This unique timber has rapid growth, is
dimensionally stable, easily worked
(stained, polished, glued, painted) and
has excellent acoustics and insulation
properties.

Paulownia timber is a deciduous
hardwood tree that was introduced in
Australia. Paulownia is native to China
and other parts of South East

Asia. Historical writings from China,
recorded as far back as 1049 BC,
indicate that Paulownia trees were grown
in plantations for the production of high
quality timber. Traditional methods of
tree cultivation and reforestation are not
capable of keeping pace with the

global demand for quality timber.
Plantation forestry is obviously a key

for acceptable sustained forest
management worldwide.

There are many myths and legends
associated with the Paulownia tree as

it holds great cultural value in many
Asian countries. One such myth is

the myth of the Phoenix. It is written in
the works of Zhuang Tze:

"Phoenix flew from the south sea to the
north sea without perching on

trees other than Paulownia

and without eating anything but bamboo
fruit”.

The Chinese describe the Paulownia as
the 4 sided tree, as it grows by

the side of the house, the side of the
river, the side of the paddock

and the side of the road.

In traditional cultures of
Japan when a girl is born the
family will
often plant a Paulownia tree.
When the girl marries the
family will make
a wedding chest from the
Paulownia timber.
*Characteristics*
The Paulownia tree has
several distinguishing
characteristics. They
include:
* Very large, dark green
fleshy leaves;
* Masses of bell shaped flowers
occuring in the beginning of their
growth season;
* The ability to grow rapidly in a short
period of time;

* Distinct Growth and Dormoncy
seasons.

Paulownia is a dimensionally stable,
light, strong, clear, durable, odourless
hardwood with an air dry density of
approximately 300kg per m3.

Colour - consistently dries to a light
honey to blond in colour.

Grain - beautifully grained with a silky,
satin appearance.

Machine ability - low in resin and free of
volatile oils, consequently it is easily
worked and molded.

Joining - excellent adherence with
glues - joints and hinges hold fast

with screws - can be edge nailed without
splitting.

Finishing - accepts oil and spirit-based
stains, lacquers, polishes and

paints.

Special Qualities - sound absorbent,
rapid drying, gently on machinery,

high strength to weight ratio.

*Workshop Attributes*

*Nailing* - Paulownia can be nailed by
hand or air-actuated tool.

Bearing in mind Paulownia is a relatively
soft timber and therefore

requires lower pressures to effect the
desired penetration. Paulownia

has a low tendency to split and is best
used in conjunction with an adhesive.

*Screwing* - Hand and power driven
screws are suitable for use with

Paulownia provided that adequate
attention is given to the settings, so

as not to overdrive the screw and reduce

from the internet, the links to these sites are at the end of this article

the holding ability of the thread. Good
results can be obtained by observing
these constraints particularly when using
power - drive screws. The uniformity of
grain in Paulownia gives more consistent
results with minimal splitting.

*Gluing* - Paulownia has been tested
with five different brands of PVA,
Cross-linked PVA and Urea
Formaldehyde adhesives. Samples were
prepared with each type of adhesive and
Standard Separation tests conducted.
Manufacturers recommendations were
observed for each adhesive. 100% of

the tested samples passed i.e. they did
not separate along the glue line. All gave
excellent results with minimal clamping
time. Comparative tests between
Paulownia and other hardwoods all
showed the superiority of Paulownia
timber with respect to fast cure time and
uniform glue time. In all cases, using
PVA adhesives on Paulownia halved the
average time required for clamping. The
time and cost saving in a board jointing

production run is obvious.

*Sanding* - Paulownia is easy to sand. A
smooth finish can be achieved using
minimal effort. Sanding materials
generally last much longer with
Paulownia than other hardwoods. A fine
finish is achieved in much less time.
There is a very low resin content in
Paulownia, which results in longer
sandpaper life and less clogging of belts
and pad sanders.

*Machining* - Paulownia is easy to saw,
plane, mould, turn and carve.

Low silica content results in longer life of
all tool edges when working with
Paulownia. All facets of power machining
of this timber should give good results.
*Staining and Finishing* - Paulownia
accepts paints and stains well. Oil

and spirit stains are easily applied and
give excellent results. A suitable sanding
sealer is recommended before the
application of clear finishes. Opaque
finishes adhere readily. Light sanding
between coats is recommended.

The position would suit a semi retired person as
the first boat we build will be the demo model. We
anticipate that the first boat will take approx 13
weeks to build. Ongoing work after this will be will
be based on sales but this could take a number of
years to build up into full production. We also
wish to introduce a canoe into the range.
